A Dye to Die for…. 
Pete Dye is one of the most recognized and controversial golf course designers ever 
to lay out a course.  His island green at the 17th of TPC Sawgrass perhaps af-
forded him the most visibility upon its debut in 1982.  He will be enshrined into the 
World Golf Hall of Fame later this month under the Lifetime Achievement criteria.  
Known for his signature use of railroad ties in course design, Dye becomes only the 
fifth designer to make it into the Hall.   His Sawgrass course is one of my personal 
favorites, along with PGA West Stadium and Amelia Island. All of these gems are 
harder than the average, but some are absolutely “diabolical” which seems to be 
the adjective most tied to Pete Dye.  Often the trouble is obvious as with the island 
green at Sawgrass, or the massively deep bunker at PGW West.  But, frequently 
the subtle trickery catches you unaware when a seemingly good shot becomes a 
severely punished one!  Fortunately you don’t have to travel far to try one of his 
designs.  Nearby in Maryland are Bulle Rock (a real gem of a course!), Rum Pointe, 
Harbourtowne, and PB Dye near Frederick.  Virginia offers the Gauntlet (with 12 of 
14 blind tee shots!), Kingsmill, and Virginia Oaks (a wonderful course with an island 
green and those subtle hazards I mentioned).    Put some Dye in your golf season 
this year.  -Ayce
