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Lakeview Resort Trip Report by Lefty  
It’s always nice to sneak out and play a resort course and head-
ing back to my old college town (Go Mountaineers!) and getting 
to play the course that I could never afford was an added bonus!  
Lakeview Resort now features two courses – Lakeview and across 
I-68, the Mountainview course.  We were on a mid-week mini trip 
and we were lucky enough to play both.  Torrential and I do 

mean torrential downpours when we woke up in the morning had us thinking we wouldn’t be playing any golf 
but mysteriously at about 8:30 the skies cleared and by 9am we were off.  Lakeview opens with a nice par 
four which should get your round started right but from then on be prepared.  You’ll wind back and forth 
through the beautiful mountain that this resort is built upon and will be challenged to hit your shots to the cor-
rect side of the fairway to “play the slope”.  We loved the par 5’s, especially #5 which is a beautiful down-
hill hole that you will enjoy seeing your ball fly right down the middle into a clear sky.  Another big shot will 
get you there in two and you’ll be putting for eagle.  Don’t be too overconfident, at #18 awaits a 600 yard 
plus (from the white tees!) par 5.  On round one, the Lefthander was actually putting for birdie but alas the 
fast greens and a poor first putt provided me with a bogie tap in.  We enjoyed ourselves so much that after 
a quick break, we played another 18 and were able to finish up 2 rounds by 7pm.  Play was fairly quick and 
the entire staff treated us well.  The course itself was definitely “resort” and conditions – even after the big 
morning rains – were spectacular.  I recommend you get up to Morgantown to play Lakeview if you get a 
chance.  Their stay and play specials offer good value and the bar/restaurant (we HAD to sample them) are 
excellent too. 
 
Day 2 of our mini tour of West Virginia took us across the street to the Mountainview course.  This is the track 
that we used to play in college and the clubhouse still operates out of a doublewide trailer.  Perhaps one of 
these days they will upgrade – but then again, the course is the reason we came.  Mountainview is truly a 
mountain golf course.  On the opening hole if you miss left on your drive the severe slope MAY guide your 
ball back into the fairway – or it may hang up in the rough and you’ll have a hillbilly goat lie trying to hit 
your approach.  Yours truly did – however I managed to hit a great 6 iron on the green.  Oh did I mention if 
you miss right, your ball will probably bounce down the slope into the trees or you’ll be way below the green 
in the rough.  My advice is hit it straight on the first hole.  I know, easier said than done!  The rest of this golf 
course is similar but for some reason seemed more docile than prior rounds.  I guess I kind of remembered 
where to hit the ball (although on most occasions I didn’t on this day) and wasn’t expecting too much in the 
way of scoring and certainly achieved that expectation!  Mountainview has many spectacular holes with views 
that will make you just stare in awe of the beauty of Mother Nature.  This is a challenging course that plays 
tougher than the slope of 122 (I’ve said that before) but if you’re hitting the ball where you want – you can 
shoot a good score here.  A couple of the par 5’s are definite birdie holes but the others are 3 shotters.  The 
course was in great shape and we had a fun round of golf.  Make sure you get over to Mountainview either 
before or after you have played Lakeview.  They are two different courses but both a great play for the 
money.  Oh, tell them Waggle.com sent you!
